New Lock: John installed a new lock at the entrance gate. It is red

with gold “TSRC” letters. The combination is the same. As we've

mentioned many times before if the gate is open and it is NOT our

lock then you don't have to worry about locking the gate, but if the

gate is locked and you open our lock to get in then you must lock it
after entering and leaving.

Signs on transmitter stand: You will notice there are some new
signs on the transmitter stand. One is the Club logo, the second is the
AMA rules and the third is the Club field rules. Shortly there will be
another sign which will be a schematic layout of the field. There is
now no reason for anyone flying at the field to not know what the
club rules are.

Speed reminder: Now that the rain (what little we had) has stopped
it is dusty on the access road. This is a reminder to keep your speed
DOWN to prevent dust and mites getting blown onto the crops.
AND the only entrance into our field is through the entrance off
Durham-Ferry this includes any guests that you invite. Make
sure they know what entrance to use.

The
helicopter pilots are allowed to use one of the fixed winged stations
but in doing they should be aware of fixed winged pilots who may
need to use the runway for takeoff and landings.
