Gene Moore took some pictures and 
I'll be posting them to the web site shortly.

Keep track of your plane:  A member of the Manteca Club had the 
trailer in which his planes were store burn down losing all that was 
inside. It might be a good idea to take pictures of your plane and 
equipment in case it is lost, stolen or destroyed so you have proof for 
any insurance claims.  I believe it was a lipo battery that started the 
fire so please exercise safe storage practices with lipos.
